(1) Calendar items: (Arielle) 3 min

(2) Summer Flyer: (Kevin + Kayla) 10 min
-Communicate National Night Out: Tuesday, August 6th
-Up about Summer Picnic: Saturday, July 20th: Sam has the article written and will fill in the details after the events committee meeting tomorrow evening at Kate Robinson’s house and then send Kayla the article. 
-Advertising: Kevin—update on advertisers and communication. Are we full on advertisers for the summer flyer? Yes. Ty VanWingen, Repcolite, and Blue Bridge Games. Need to thank Uptown for the $500 grant for the picnic. Kayla, can you just make a badge that says “Thanks to Uptown for sponsoring the FHNA summer picnic?” 
-Budget: Sam—approved budget has been around $500, can the board vote to approve an amount upper limit to $300. Don made a motion, Gwen seconded. Total budget for summer picnic is $800.
-Schedule an email blast to advertisers for fall newsletter.

-Insurance update from Kevin
	1. Kevin called our insurance agent, Corey at State Farm. They won’t cover a tree fallen, for example. They don’t cover the directors/officer insurance. We need to look at changing our insurance policy to something more comprehensive. 
	2. Kevin will find out how to include Director/Officer insurance.
